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PREFACE FROM THE NATIONAL CENTRE FOR MARINE
RESEARCH

I consider it my privilege to present Dr. Zenetos’ book on the marine Bivalvia 
Mollusca of Greece. I am well aware of the effort the author has exerted during the last 
decade on the promotion of marine research in the Greek Seas in the fields of 
malacology and benthic ecology.

The National Centre for Marine Research (NCMR) saw the Hellenic Zoological 
Society’s effort in publishing Dr. Zenetos’ book favourably and decided to support it 
financially. One of the reasons is that the subject of the work is of great interest to 
marine biologists. More than any other phylum perhaps, the Mollusca have continued to 
motivate scientific research, attract amateur collectors and fascinate artists.

Her interest in 
the systematics of Bivalvia Mollusca goes back to 1977, when she became involved 
with the study of this group in Eden Estuary (Scotland). Her Ph.D. thesis refers to the 
132 species of Bivalvia that dwell at the infralittoral zone of the Patraikos Gulf. For ali 
these species the systematics, data on their ecology, bionomy and distribution in the 
Mediterranean are provided. Later on, she continued her research on the systematics 
and ecology of this class out of sheer interest, treating it both as a hobby and as work. 
Her non-stop interest in malacology has led to many publications referring to Mollusca 
findings in Greek waters rendering her the title of specialist in Bivalvia.

Since 1984 Dr. Zenetos has been a member of staff of the NCMR and from 1989 a 
Senior Research Scientist and head of the benthos Laboratory of the Institute of 
Oceanography. She has participated in many national and international projects, being 
tile research leader and principal investigator in several of them. She has been a 
member of the organising committee of national congresses and has presented her work 
in many national and international symposia. A great number of her papers have been 
published in international journals. Her work is a profound study of the structure and 
composition of the benthic communities in representative ecosystems of different 
environmental regimes in the Eastern Mediterranean.

Graeciae”. This series aims at contributing to the knowledge of the fauna of Greece 
with the help of eminent Greek and foreign specialists. It is aiso a contribution leading 
to better management and protection of our resources.

The Editorial Board adopted as in previous volumes, the rules of ELOT (Hellenic 
Organization of Standardisation) for writing-translating the names of localities. The 
subdivision of the marine areas of Greece that was used, followed the form adopted in 
the previous volume on Echinodermata.

University (USA), and Prof. Daniele Bedulli of Panna University (Italy) for their most 
significant comments and suggestions on tile manuscript. They both strongly 
recommended its publication, pointing out that it will add significantly to our 
knowledge on the occurrence and distribution of these animals in the Eastern 
Mediterranean.

The Board would aiso like to thank the National Centre for Marine Research for 
their decision to support financially this important publication that will aid research in 
the marine environment.

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SYNOPSIS

This work deals mainly with the diversity and distribution of the marine 
Bivalvia fauna in Greek waters. Based on 116 bibliographical sources (after critical 
revision of their content) and taking into account a lot of unpubplished information, the 
distribution of each species in Greece was mapped. Ecological remarks were added 
when necessary. The most studied zones are the infralittoral and circaiittoral, while few 
published information exists on the mediolittoral and bathyal zones.

From data collected up to December 1994, the total number of known species 
amounts to 300 in comparison to 190 (known at the end of 1900) and 275 (known in 
1990). On reviewing the origin of the species recorded, I found that fourteen of them 
have been discovered for the first time and described as new for science from Greek 
waters by eminent malacologists of the past such as Forbes and Deshayes.

Regarding the distribution of Bivalvia in large geographic units, it was found 
that the Aegean has the highest diversity with 276 species as opposed to the poor 
Libyan Sea (77 species) while the Ionian Sea has 200 species and finally the Sea of 
Kythira 87 species. However, the diversity encountered in each area can be attributed to 
the plethora of bibliographical sources referring to each area rather than to 
differentiation between areas.

Conclusively, from the 400 Bivalvia species known today in the 
Mediterranean, approximately 300 have been reported from the Eastern Mediterranean 
(Greek waters). This is in contrast to the poor Eastern Mediterranean theory. In fact, the 
number of Bivalvia species constantly increases with new studies in either unexplored 
bathymetric zones or overlooked geographical areas. In the last five years (1990-1994) 
approximately 25 Bivalvia species have come to light.
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INTRODUCTION

The annotated inventory of the Greek marine Bivalvia fauna is a task started in 
1988 following a suggestion by Prof. C. Krimbas who on behalf of the Hellenic 
Zoological Society, asked me to write a volume for the FAUNA GRAECIAE series. 
My experience at that time, being only IO years work on this subject, was in due course 
not proved enough to give a complete annotated report in accordance with the demands 
of FAUNA GRAECIAE.

Today, after a) having examined and confirmed a lot of new material myself, b) 
having published a lot of this information, c) having examined thoroughly the 
bibliography and d) having checked and revised the old records according to a 
contemporary classification scheme, I am in a position to present the actual state of our 
knowledge regarding the diversity and distribution of Bivalvia in the Greek Seas.

Following the instructions of the FAUNA GRAECIAE Editorial Committee, the 
term Greek Seas means territorial Greek waters. So, although zoogeographically 
speaking, it is not correct to exclude the information regarding the neighbouring Turkey 
(aiso belonging to the Aegean Unit) as well as Cyprus (Levantine Sea), for the sake of 
Fauna Graeciae such information is not included in this book. However, the distribution 
of Bivalvia known from published sources in the surrounding international waters of 
Ionian, and Libyan Sea is incorporated.

Methodology

The bibliographical sources on which this work is based are to a minor degree 
published papers in international journals but mostly published information in Greek. 
A few published papers were located in specialized malacological magazines and in 
some European malacological societies' editions. Additionally, a lot of information was 
found included in Ph.D. theses of the Universities of Athens, Thessaloniki and Crete as 
well as in Technical Reports of the above Universities pius some found at the NCMR 
(National Centre for Marine Research) library. Furthermore, unpublished data from 
personal collections or Greek shell collectors have been taken into account.

A total of 116 sources dating from 1832 to December 1994 have been included 
after critical revision of their content. Although the emphasis of this work is on living 
Bivalvia forms, it seemed inevitable to include the records of Deshayes, Forbes and 
Jeffreys on recent, subfossil and fossil forms. My excuse in doing so, besides them 
being eminent malacologists having worked in the Aegean, is that their work in the area 
has advanced malacology with the addition of new species firstly recorded in the 
Aegean.
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The classification was initially based on Pianii (1980) catalogue of the 
Mediterranean mollusca. In the recent edition of an annotated catalogue of marine 
Mollusca in the Mediterranean by Sabelli et al. (1990) there is considerable 
disagreement with Piani’s and some other European lists. In the absence of any 
comprehensive and modem nomenclature, the names and taxonomic order used are 
those of Sabelli et al. (1990). Whenever there is a divergence of opinions, a note is 
included at the end of the species in question td show the difference.

A number of synonyms precedes the distribution of each species. The chaos of 
synonyms valid from time to time for each species is well known among malacologists. 
Moreover, in common species there are a number of varieties, color types etc. In giving 
a moderate number of synonyms of great help were Carus (1889 - 1893) and Bucquoy, 
Dautzenberg and Dollfus (1887-1898) who give extensive lists of synonyms and 
references. The problems encountered with the old nomenclature were aiso surpassed 
with the aid of the above works. Nevertheless, for ali records before 1900, the name 
under which the species was mentioned is cited. To help the reader, the textbooks and 
papers used for the classification and synonyms are noted with an asterisk in the 
bibliography.

In giving the geographical distribution of the species, a first distinction was made 
between the Ionian Sea, Sea of Kythira, Aegean Sea and Libyan Sea. A further 
separation into each of the above units was made between Coasts, Islands and Gulfs. 
The distinction into the four Seas and subsequently into Coasts, Islands and Gulfs was 
in accordance with a preceeding volume of FAUNA GRAECIAE on Echinodermata. 
The transliteration of locality names from the Greek to the Latin alphabet has followed 
the rules set up by the Greek Standards Organization (ELOT). It was not always easy to 
place a reference under one of the above titles i.e. where does someone put the location 
between Paros and Naxos ? It is neither an island, nor a coastal location nor a Gulf. 
Arbitrary decisions had to be made in many cases like this. Moreover, there were cases 
where it was impossible to trace even a nearby location of the records in which the 
references have been placed under GREEK SEAS, AEGEAN SEA or Peloponnisos as 
in Deshayes (1832) who does not give any indication of the location of his material. 
Species erroneously recorded in Greek waters are noted.

For the species that have been recorded in the bathyal and abyssal zones there is 
often a comment on their bathymetric distribution along with the geographical one. For 
the rest, the usual depth of their occurrence is the circalittoral zone between 30-180 m. 
Exceptional are the studies in the mediolittoral (i.e. Thermaikos Gulf, mentioned 
separately) and in the infralittoral zone (i.e. around Kefalonia, Zakynthos, Ionian coasts 
of Peloponnisos and Agia Pelagia near Irakleion.

For many species there are remarks concerning their scarcity or abundance at an 
area and whenever needed, whether they have been recorded from dead material (empty 
recent shells or fossils).
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Distribution maps have been prepared for the great majority of species. An effort 
was made to map the distribution of each species as accurately as possible. So, 
whenever feasible the dot was placed at the exact location point according to the 
longitude and latitude of the station. Nevertheless, in cases where the location was 
vague i.e. Pagasitikos Gulf, Patraikos Gulf, the dot was put at the center of the Gulf. To 
save some space, in many cases the distribution of two or more species is presented in 
the same map. As it was thought misleading to give maps for those species commonly 
found everywhere in accordance to their known bathymetric and ecological range of 
occurrence, the distribution of 14 species, namely: Arca noae, Striarca lactea, Anomia 
ephippium, Loripes lacteus, Lucinella divaricata, Thyasira flexuosa, Parvicardium 
exiguum, Plagiocardium (Papillicardium) papillosum, Abra (Syndosmya) alba, 
Timoclea (Timoclea) ovata, Gouldia minima, Pitar (Pitar) rudis, Corbula (Varicorbula) 
gibba and Hiatella arctica, is not presented in a map. Distribution maps were not 
prepared aiso for species found only in references with undefined areas of material 
collection such as : Attiki coasts (could be Saronikos or Evvoikos Gulf), Peloponnisos 
(could be Ionian, Aegean, Sea of Kythira) etc.

Results - Discussion

A complete systematic list of the species known in Greek waters up to December 
' 1994 is appended. A total of 300 species are distributed among 63 families consisting 
of 1-22 species each. The asterisk in front of 7 species namely : Tetrarca cardissa, 
Barbatia pulchella, Loripes desmaresti, Venericardia antiquata trapezoidea, Cardium 
lamarcki, Abra pellucida and Corbula rosea, denotes that their systematic position 
(variation of known species, subspecies or distinct species) is not yet clear to me due to 
the amendments of some recent review works.

In an earlier work of the Bivalvia records in Greece where a total of 275 species 
were recorded (Zenetos 1994a), it was found that 190 of them were already known at 
the end of the I9th century due to: Deshayes (1332), Forbes (1844), Raulin (1870), 
Jeffreys (1879-1883), Boettger (1892) and Sturany (1896). Many of the above species 
were only recorded as fossils in the Miocene, Tertiary and Post-Tertiary. Today, more 
than a hundrent species have been added to the list, while many of the fossils have been 
found as living forms. The only fossils remaining are the nine species listed in Table 1.

Of our records, fourteen species (listed in Table 2) were described as new for science 
and recorded for the first time from the Aegean (9 forms), Peloponnisos (4 forms) and 
Attiki (1 form).

Regarding the origin of our species, according to established zoogeographical 
distribution, we have records of :

• Adriatic endemics: Phaxas adriaticus - having been found in the southern Ionian 
Sea (Zenetos, 1993) as well as in the Aegean Sea, as north as Kavala and 
Strymonikos Gulfs and as south as Kriti.

• Red Sea species (Lessepsian migrants!. Brachidontes pharaonis recorded from 
Rodos, Ewoikos and Saronikos Gulfs (Tenekidis, 1989), Charno ruppelli recorded
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in the coasts of Attiki (Ralli-Tzelepi, 1946) and Pinctada radiata with several 
references in the south Aegean. The recent references of Pinctada radiata in the 
North Aegean Sea as far as Lesvos island and North Ewoikos Gulf (Delamotte & 
Vardala-Theodorou, 1994), have extended its known distribution.

• Invaders from: China Seas - Scapharca demiri recorded in Thermaikos Gulf 
(Zenetos, 1994b).

• Edible Atlantic species: Pecten maximus, Cerastoderma edule, Mytilus (Mytilus) 
edulis - whose records are considered doubtful because it is difficult to distinguish 
them from their analogous Mediterranean forms [Pecten (Pecten) jacobaeus, 
Cerastoderma glaucum, Mytilus (Mytilus) galloprovincialis].

• Aegean endemics: Pectunculus atticus in Attiki coasts described by Ralli-Tzelepi 
(1946).

As far as the distribution of species is concerned within Greece at the four sectors 
defined as Ionian Sea, Sea of Kythira, Aegean Sea and Libyan Sea, it was found that the 
Aegean has the highest diversity with 276 species as opposed to the poor Libyan Sea 
(77 species) while the Ionian Sea has 200 species and finally the Sea of Kythira 87 
species. The Bivalvia fauna of the North and South Aegean sectors exhibits a similarity 
in the order of 70%. A percentage of 5.4% (15 species) were not met in the North 
Aegean while they are distributed as far as the Libyan Sea and/or the Ionian Sea. This, 
coupled with the finding of the three following variations: Arca noae var. maravelaki 
and Arca noae var. ktenasi, Venus verrucosa var. mitzopoulosi in Thessaloniki Gulf and 
reported as Aegean endemics by Sakellariou (1957)*, indicates the somehow different 
biogeographic character of the North Aegean Sea. On the other hand, the North Aegean 
species missing from the South Aegean, were aiso met in the Ionian, a fact pointing to 
the affinity of the North Aegean fauna with that of the Ionian which present a similarity 
over 80%. However, considering the plethora of bibliographical sources referring to 
each of the above areas, it is obvious that the differences must be attributed to the 
degree of exploration of each area rather than to differentiation between areas.

From the maps it is clear that many of the species have a wide geographical 
distribution within Greece. Some of them can be characterized as frequent or abundant - 
mainly species met at the infralittoral and circalittoral zones. However, 59 species have 
been reported only once and can therefore be considered as rare.

Conclusively, from the 400 Bivalvia species known today in the Mediterranean, 
about 300 or more have been reported in the Eastern Mediterranean (Greek waters). 
This is in contrast to the poor Eastern Mediterranean theory. In fact, the number of 
Bivalvia species constantly increases with new studies in either unexplored bathymetric 
zones or overlooked geographical areas. In the last five years (1990-1994) 
approximately 25 Bivalvia species have come to light.
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* It has not yet been confirmed whether the three variations mentioned by Sakcllariou (1957 are 
simply morphological variations of the known species or distinct species. As they have often 
been recorded in literature, they are reported here with some reservation, in spite of the fact that 
variations are no more valid forms.
