o New users, users from non-marine disciplines and from countries
where state-of-the-art marine research infrastructure is unavailable,

o Compliance with A+ ethics and policy,

o Priority to external users (outside the partner institutes from the A+
consortium).

* Following the selection of the project, the AO will establish a
template the User Access Contract to be sent to the Local Liaison
Officer for review and specification,

* Negotiations will be performed by the legal officers of each parties
with support of HQ where necessary.
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e ==  User Access Contract (2)

* Requiements
o Name of the person in charge during the TA visit,
o Conditions: timing, service provided, financial support,
o Obligations of parties,
o Intellectual Property Rights issues,
o User’s Feedback compulsory

* Signatures
o The access provider ?
o The applicant ?
o The legal representative of the users and access providers ?

» Acceptation of the project : once the agreement is signed

» Publication of accepted projects on the website
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* Signature by the Access provider in charge and the User of the
« Confirmation of visit » document,

 Reimbursement of Access Provision
o Send the « Confirmation of visit » document to the AO,
o Refunding of the costs for the TA visit,

» Survey/report of the TA visit sent to the AO by the users.
