A 1.5 year postdoctoral position within the FP7 EU project BAMMBO (http://www.bammbo.eu) is available in the Laboratory of Bioengineering (http://www.uclouvain.be/gebi) of the Earth & Life Institute, University of Louvain (UCL), Louvain-la-Neuve, Belgium for a highly motivated postdoctoral scientist.  

The research project seeks to develop sustainable cultivation platforms for the production of high value-added biomolecules (HVABs) from algal and marine cell cultures. The project outcome at UCL will be to overcome bottlenecks in developing economically sustainable and scalable culturing methodologies for marine organisms, designed to produce high yields of HVABs while avoiding exploitation of natural resources. Specific aims include the development of optimized cultivation systems for target organisms known to produce HVABs as well as for marine organisms with the potential for bioactive production and unknown novel organisms identified through partner bio-bank screening as promising candidates.  Tasks may include the development of scalable bioreactors, the application of abiotic stressors and bioprocesses for the elucidation of secondary metabolites or the development of culturing methods for previously uncultured organisms. The candidate is required to take responsibility for project-related reporting and management activities. 
We look for a postdoctoral microbiologist, biologist, (bio)chemist, bio-engineer, or chemical engineer with experience in culture methods and process engineering. The candidate must be academically competitive, independent, self-motivated, rigorous, with excellent English oral and writing skills. Experiences with European research projects, management skills and some knowledge of French are beneficial.

We offer a supportive, interdisciplinary environment in which the candidate will be able to successfully continue his/her academic career. A friendly and international team as well as project partners all over Europe will allow the candidate to widen the scope of his/her research. The candidate will have access to state-of-the-art equipment either in the laboratory or through established collaborations.
